1999 Formal foundation of the private International University Bremen (IUB) with strong 
support by Rice University in Houston, Texas, an initial endowment by the Free 
Hanseatic City of Bremen, and a clear backing from the public University of Bremen

First president: Fritz Schaumann

2001 First students (appr. 140) on campus, two schools (School of Engineering and 
Science – founding dean: Gerhard Haerendel | School of Humanities and Social 
Sciences – founding dean: Max Kaase)
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2001 Alfried Krupp College opens as 1st residential college – founding college masters 
Isabel Wünsche and Kevin Pfeiffer, soon succeeded by Hartmut Wessler and 
Marita Hartnack

2002 Mercator College opens as the 2nd residential college – founding college masters 
Klaus and Mandy Boehnke

2003 Foundation of the Jacobs Center for Lifelong Learning and Institutional 
Development – founding dean: Ursula Staudinger

2003 College III opens as the 3rd residential college – founding college masters Ryan 
and Sarah Richards

2006 Second President: Joachim Treusch

2006 € 200 million donation by Jacobs Stiftung

2006 / 2007 Renaming into Jacobs University Bremen
